Please refer to your supplemental new drug applications (sNDA) dated and received 
January 11, 2022, submitted under section 505(b) of the Federal Food, Drug, and 
Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for Dexedrine Spansule (dextroamphetamine sulfate) sustained-
release capsules. 

We also refer to our letter dated December 14, 2021, notifying you, under Section 
505(o)(4) of the FDCA, of new safety information pertaining to the association between 
the use of amphetamines and intestinal ischemia, that we believe should be included in 
the labeling for all amphetamines. 

This supplemental new drug application provide for revisions to the labeling for 
Dexedrine Spansule consistent with our December 14, 2021, safety labeling change 
notification letter. 

APPROVAL & LABELING 

We have completed our review of this application. It is approved, effective on the date of 
this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon labeling.
