Please refer to your Supplemental New Drug Application (SNDA) dated July 15, 2010, submitted under
section 505(b)(1) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for for Plavix (clopidogrel
bisulfate) 75 mg Tablets.

We also acknowledge receipt of your submission dated March 8, 2011. The March 8, 2011 submission
constituted a complete response to our January 14, 2011 action letter.

This supplemental new drug application responds to the October 15, 2001 Pediatric Written Request, as
amended August 24, 2007. The pivotal trial submitted to support your SNDA was CLARINET, a trial of
administering clopidogrel to patients with cyanotic congenital heart disease palliated with a systemic-to-
pulmonary arterial shunt. This SNDA includes language in the package insert (P1) describing the results of
CLARINET.

We have completed our review of this supplemental application. It is approved, effective on the date of
this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed, agreed-upon labeling text. The new language to
describe the abovementioned trial, CLARINET, is as follows:

8.4 Pediatric Use
Safety and effectiveness in pediatric populations have not been established.

A randomized, placebo-controlled trial (CLARINET) did not demonstrate a clinical benefit of
clopidogrel in neonates and infants with cyanotic congenital heart disease palliated with a
systemic-to-pulmonary arterial shunt. Possible factors contributing to this outcome were the dose
of clopidogrel, the concomitant administration of aspirin and the late initiation of therapy
following shunt palliation. It cannot be ruled out that a trial with a different design would
demonstrate a clinical benefit in this patient population.

We note that your March 8, 2011, submission includes final printed labeling (FPL) for your package
insert and Medication Guide. We have not reviewed this FPL. You are responsible for assuring that the
wording in this printed labeling is identical to that of the approved content of labeling in the structured
product labeling (SPL) format.
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CONTENT OF LABELING

As soon as possible, but no later than 14 days from the date of this letter, submit the content of labeling
[21 CFR 314.50(1)] in structured product labeling (SPL) format using the FDA automated drug
registration and listing system (eLIST), as described at
http://www.fda.gov/ForIndustry/DataStandards/StructuredProductL abeling/default.htm. Content of
labeling must be identical to the enclosed labeling (text for the package insert and Medication Guide),
with the addition of any labeling changes in pending “Changes Being Effected” (CBE) supplements, as
well as annual reportable changes not included in the enclosed labeling.

The SPL will be accessible from publicly available labeling repositories.

Also within 14 days, amend all pending supplemental applications for this NDA, including CBE
supplements for which FDA has not yet issued an action letter, with the content of labeling

[21 CFR 314.50(1)(1)(i)] in MS Word format, that includes the changes approved in this supplemental
application, as well as annual reportable changes and annotate each change. To facilitate review of your
submission, provide a highlighted or marked-up copy that shows all changes, as well as a clean Microsoft
Word version. The marked-up copy should provide appropriate annotations, including supplement
number(s) and annual report date(s).

REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS

We note that you have fulfilled the pediatric study requirement for all relevant pediatric age groups for
this application.

PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS

You may request advisory comments on proposed introductory advertising and promotional labeling. To
do so, submit the following, in triplicate, (1) a cover letter requesting advisory comments, (2) the
proposed materials in draft or mock-up form with annotated references, and (3) the package insert(s) to:
