We have completed our review of these supplemental applications, as amended. They are
approved, effective on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed, agreed-
upon labeling text.

We are waiving the requirements of 21 CFR 201.57(d)(8) regarding the length of Highlights of
prescribing information.

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CONTENT OF LABELING

As soon as possible, but no later than 14 days from the date of this letter, submit the content of
labeling [21 CFR 314.50(1)] in structured product labeling (SPL) format using the FDA
automated drug registration and listing system (eLIST), as described at
http://www.fda.gov/Forindustry/DataStandards/StructuredProductL abeling/default.ntm. Content
of labeling must be identical to the enclosed labeling (text for the prescribing information and
text for the patient package insert), with the addition of any labeling changes in pending
“Changes Being Effected” (CBE) supplements, as well as annual reportable changes not
included in the enclosed labeling.

To facilitate review of your submission, provide a highlighted or marked-
up copy that shows all changes, as well as a clean Microsoft Word version. The marked-up copy
should provide appropriate annotations, including supplement number(s) and annual report
date(s).

REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS
