Please refer to your Supplemental Biologics License Application (SBLA), dated November 9,
2017, received November 9, 2017, and your amendments, submitted under section 351(a) of the
Public Health Service Act for Erbitux (cetuximab) injection, for intravenous infusion.

This Prior Approval supplemental biologics application revises the USE IN SPECIFIC
POPULATIONS (8) section of the package insert to conform to the Pregnancy and Lactation
Labeling Rule. It also revises the WARNINGS AND PRECAUTIONS section of the package
insert to add a new warning of Embyro-Fetal Toxicity.

APPROVAL & LABELING

We have completed our review of this supplemental application, as amended. It is approved,
effective on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed, agreed-upon labeling
text.

Also within 14 days, amend all pending supplemental applications that include labeling changes
for this BLA, including pending “Changes Being Effected” (CBE) supplements, for which FDA
has not yet issued an action letter, with the content of labeling [21 CFR 601.12(f)] in MS Word
format that includes the changes approved in this supplemental application.

REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS

Under the Pediatric Research Equity Act (PREA) (21 U.S.C. 355c¢), all applications for new
active ingredients (which includes new salts and new fixed combinations), new indications, new
dosage forms, new dosing regimens, or new routes of administration are required to contain an
assessment of the safety and effectiveness of the product for the claimed indication(s) in
pediatric patients unless this requirement is waived, deferred, or inapplicable.
