Please refer to your supplemental biologics license application (sBLA), dated and
received on March 20, 2019, and your amendments, submitted under section 351(a) of
the Public Health Service Act for YERVOY (ipilimumab) injection, 50 mg/10 mL and
200 mg/40 mL.

This Prior Approval supplemental biologics application provides for updates to the
WARNINGS AND PRECAUTIONS, Immune-Mediated Enterocolitis/Colitis section of the
Prescribing Information to include new information regarding cytomegalovirus (CMV)
infection/reactivation that has been reported in patients with corticosteroid refractory
immune-mediated colitis while taking ipilimumab.

APPROVAL & LABELING

We have completed our review of this application, as amended. It is approved, effective
on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon
labeling.

supplemental application, as well as annual reportable changes. To facilitate review of
your submission(s), provide a highlighted or marked-up copy that shows all changes, as
well as a clean Microsoft Word version.
