Please refer to your July 28, 2021, supplemental biologics license application (sBLA), 
and your amendments, submitted under section 351(a) of the Public Health Service Act 
for Opdivo (nivolumab) for injection. 

This Prior Approval supplemental biologics license application provides for a new 
indication: 

OPDIVO, in combination with fluoropyrimidine- and platinum-based 
chemotherapy, is indicated for the first-line treatment of patients with 
unresectable advanced or metastatic esophageal squamous cell carcinoma. 

APPROVAL & LABELING 

We have completed our review of this application, as amended. It is approved, effective 
on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon 
labeling.
