Please refer to your supplemental new drug application (sNDA) dated November 20, 
2020, received November 20, 2020, and your amendments, submitted pursuant to 
section 505(b)(2) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for Bortezomib 
for injection. 

This Prior Approval supplemental new drug application provides a new dosing regimen 
for retreatment for multiple myeloma; addition of thrombotic microangiopathy to Warning 
and Precautions; and the inclusion of the pediatric use data in section 8.4 based upon 
the listed drug, Velcade. 

APPROVAL & LABELING 

We have completed our review of this application, as amended. It is approved, effective 
on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon 
labeling.
