Please refer to your Supplemental New Drug Application (SNDA) dated and received April 13,
2016, and your amendments, submitted under section 505(b) of the Federal Food, Drug, and
Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for BUNAVAIL (buprenorphine and naloxone) buccal film.

We also refer to our letter dated March 22, 2016, notifying you, under Section 505(0)(4) of the

FDCA, of new safety information that we believe should be included in the labeling for

BUNAVAIL. This information pertains to the risks of serotonin syndrome with concomitant use
of serotonergic drugs; adrenal insufficiency; and androgen deficiency.

Additionally, we refer to our letter dated May 26, 2016, notifying you, under Section 505(0)(4)
of the FDCA, of new safety information that we believe should be included in the labeling for

BUNAVALIL. This information pertains to the risks of neonatal opioid withdrawal syndrome
when opioid agonist medication assisted treatment is used during pregnancy.
