Please refer to your supplemental new drug application (sSNDA) dated March 6, 2024,
received March 6, 2024, and your amendments, submitted under section 505(b) of the
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for Kisqali (ribociclib) Tablets.

This Prior Approval supplemental new drug application provides for an expanded
indication for the use of:

KISQALI is indicated for the treatment of adults with hormone receptor (HR)-
positive, human epidermal growth factor receptor 2 (HER2)-negative advanced
or metastatic breast cancer in combination with fulvestrant as initial
endocrine-based therapy or with disease progression following endocrine
therapy.

APPROVAL & LABELING

We have completed our review of this application, as amended. It is approved, effective
on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon
labeling.

REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS

We are waiving the pediatric study requirement for these applications because
necessary studies are impossible or highly impracticable as the incidents of breast
cancer is rare in the pediatric patient population.
