Please refer to your Supplemental New Drug Application (sNDA) dated and received 
November 4, 2021, and your amendment, submitted under section 505(b) of the 
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for Kisqali Femara Co-Pack (ribociclib 
tablets; letrozole tablets). 

This “Changes Being Effected” supplemental new drug application provides for changes 
to the carton labeling as specified in the Agency’s Supplement Request Letter dated 
October 04, 2021.

Content of labeling must be identical to the enclosed labeling (text for the prescribing 
information) with the addition of any labeling changes in pending “Changes Being 
Effected” (CBE) supplements, as well as annual reportable changes not included in the 
enclosed labeling.
