Please refer to your supplemental new drug application (sSNDA) dated June 18, 2021,
and received June 21, 2021, and your amendment, submitted under section 505(b) of
the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FDCA) for QDOLO (tramadol hydrochloride)
oral solution.

We also refer to our letter dated June 7, 2021, notifying you, under Section 505(0)(4) of
the FDCA, of new safety information that we believe should be included in the labeling
for tramadol-containing products. This information pertains to the serious risks of
hyponatremia and hypoglycemia.

This supplemental new drug application provides for revisions to the labeling for
QDOLO, consistent with our June 7, 2021, Safety Labeling Change Notification letter.
