REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS

At this time, we have determined that, with respect to hidradenitis suppurativa (HS) in 
pediatric patients 0 to <12 years of age, no pediatric studies will be required under 
PREA for your BLA. 

You have provided a pediatric assessment for HS in pediatric patients 12 to 17 years of 
age, and nothing further is required at this time.
