Dear Christy Meng: 

Please refer to your supplemental biologics license application (sBLA), dated and 
received December 14, 2021, and your amendments, submitted under section 351(k) of 
the Public Health Service Act for Abrilada (adalimumab-afzb) injection 10 mg/0.2 mL, 
20 mg/0.4 mL, and 40 mg/0.8 mL for subcutaneous use. The corresponding reference 
products are US-licensed Humira (adalimumab) injection for subcutaneous use 
10 mg/0.2 mL, 20 mg/0.4 mL, and 40 mg/0.8 mL, respectively. 

We acknowledge receipt of your December 22, 2022, and July 20, 2023, submissions 
which constituted a response to our October 14, 2022, Provisional Determination action 
letter. 

This Prior Approval supplemental biologics license application proposes the following 
change(s): 

• the prefilled syringe presentation of Abrilada (adalimumab-afzb) injection for 
subcutaneous use,10 mg/0.2 mL and 20 mg/0.4 mL, as interchangeable with the 
corresponding presentation of US-licensed Humira (adalimumab) injection for 
subcutaneous use, 10 mg/0.2 mL and 20 mg/0.4 mL respectively, and 

• the prefilled glass syringe, prefilled pen, and glass vial presentations of Abrilada 
(adalimumab-afzb) injection for subcutaneous use, 40 mg/0.8 mL, as 
interchangeable with the corresponding presentations of US-licensed Humira 
(adalimumab) injection for subcutaneous use, 40 mg/0.8 mL. 

Abrilada is licensed for the following indications: 

• Rheumatoid Arthritis (RA): reducing signs and symptoms, inducing major clinical 
response, inhibiting the progression of structural damage, and improving physical 
function in adult patients with moderately to severely active RA. 

• Juvenile Idiopathic Arthritis (JIA): reducing signs and symptoms of moderately to 
severely active polyarticular JIA in patients 2 years of age and older. 
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• Psoriatic Arthritis (PsA): reducing signs and symptoms, inhibiting the progression 
of structural damage, and improving physical function in adult patients with active 
PsA. 

• Ankylosing Spondylitis (AS): reducing signs and symptoms in adult patients with 
active AS. 

• Crohn’s Disease (CD): treatment of moderately to severely active Crohn’s 
disease in adults and pediatric patients 6 years of age and older. 

• Ulcerative Colitis (UC): treatment of moderately to severely active ulcerative 
colitis in adult patients. 
Limitations of Use: Effectiveness has not been established in patients who have 
lost response to or were intolerant to TNF blockers. 

• Plaque Psoriasis (Ps): treatment of adult patients with moderate to severe 
chronic plaque psoriasis who are candidates for systemic therapy or 
phototherapy, and when other systemic therapies are medically less appropriate. 

• Hidradenitis Suppurativa (HS): treatment of moderate to severe hidradenitis 
suppurativa in adult patients. 

• Uveitis (UV): treatment of non-infectious intermediate, posterior, and panuveitis 
in adult patients. 

APPROVAL & LABELING 

We have completed our review of this application, as amended. It is approved, effective 
on the date of this letter, for use as recommended in the enclosed agreed-upon 
labeling.

REQUIRED PEDIATRIC ASSESSMENTS 

Under the Pediatric Research Equity Act (PREA) (21 U.S.C. 355c), all applications for 
new active ingredients (which includes new salts and new fixed combinations), new 
indications, new dosage forms, new dosing regimens, or new routes of administration 
are required to contain an assessment of the safety and effectiveness of the product for 
the claimed indication(s) in pediatric patients unless this requirement is waived, 
deferred, or inapplicable. 

At this time, no pediatric studies are required under PREA for your BLA.
